Caster Selection
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FWE uses a 2 inch forged chrome ball paired with a 

coupler that measures 8 ¾ inches and includes a lockable 

lever. Coupler is welded to the V-shaped frame for 

maximum towing strength. The snug ball hitch design 

suppresses noise and allows for more stable travel over 

uneven and sloped terrain.

FWE’s hook style “pintle” hitch pairs with a 2 inch receiver 

and locks around the lunette ring securely. The far reaching 

length of this hitch allows for a sharper turning radius, and the 

unique clasp is designed to maneuver through rough terrain.

Built for smooth terrain and fast linking, the pin hitch is perfect 

for indoor travel. The hitch frame has the dimensions of 20 ½ 

inches (L) by 11 inches (W) by 2 inches (H). The pin size can 

be customized to fit your towing vehicle. With the eye portion 

being 1 inch thick, it is sturdy enough to pull almost anything.
